Viewing And Submitting Your Assignments Using Campus Cruiser
Note:  Do not send work via Email. It fills up the instructor’s Email folder to capacity and puts them in a bad mood while they are grading your assignment. Work submitted through email will not be graded.
To View Assignments:
1. Go to www.middlesexcc.edu 
2. There is a link to Campus Cruiser in the upper right corner and also from the Quick Links pull-down menu.
3. Click Campus Cruiser.  (Computer labs on campus are default to the Campus Cruiser webpage.)
4. Type your log on ID and password.  Each student is given an ID by the college.  If you don’t have one, contact the registrar’s office in person only. IDs and passwords are only given out in person with valid personal photo ID.  Your password was chosen by you.
5. Click the Log In button.

6. Click the MyCruiser (green) tab, if it isn’t selected.

7. Locate the course you want to view.
8. Click it.

9. Under Student Tools, click My Assignments. 

Note:  If you are checking for your test, quiz, or assignment grade, click My Grades.   Other course materials would be under the My Course Content.
10. Locate the assignments to be submitted.  Assignments will be numbered.  Click an assignment and read instructions carefully.
Note:  It’s extremely important that you note due dates and the time work must be submitted. Assignments will not be accepted by Campus Cruiser if they are not submitted on time.

  Submitting Your Assignments
11. Click Submit your Assignment at the bottom of the screen.  This button is located at the bottom of each assignment under the caption Submission.
12. Click ( Add/Edit Submission.
13. Click Browse.  Locate your document on your USB flash drive.

14. Click the document to be submitted.

15. Click Open.

16. Click Upload.  The name of the file should be shown at the bottom of the File Upload dialog box.

17. Click Done.
18. Click Submit Assignment.  Your document should be submitted.

Note:  Be sure your work has been properly identified with your name, the name of the document, and the date.  It should be someplace in the assignment file itself.
